College of Global Humanities, Faculty of global area study

consists 7 different majors(Major in Korean Language and Culture.
Major in Japanese studies, Major in Chinese studies, Major in
English studies, Major in French studies, Major in German studies,
Major in Russian studies).

- Maior in Korean Language and Culture
